Hex-Lock™ Abutment without Score Lines
Based on customer feedback, the Hex-Lock Abutments for the Tapered Screw-Vent® and Advent® implant systems have been modified.  Four of the five score lines on the abutment have been removed (see image below).  The abutments now have one score line placed 4.7mm above the top of the implant.  
When using the MHLAS screw (included with the abutment), the maximum preparation on the abutment is 1mm below this line.  If using the taller HLTS2 screw (sold separately), do not prepare below the score line in order to preserve adequate hex engagement within the screw.
